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Unlike conventional language education, we believe that a project-based
approach oriented toward regional contribution will more effectively foster individuals who can use
language as a tool and possess the 21st century skills needed in the global community. In this
study, we extracted the skills that participants need to effectively carry out regional,
industry-academia collaborative projects, clarified what kind of foreign language education is
necessary to acquire 21st century skills, and examined effective teaching and evaluation methods for
