In this study, the quality of example sentences for English grammar
instruction in MEXT-authorized textbooks was examined and a number of problems were pointed out
regarding their quality or less communicative introduction of certain grammatical items. Based on
the findings from a questionnaire conducted among 504 senior high school students and other studies
in the past, the base theory on the structure of example sentences suitable for grammar
comprehension and their practical uses was described and graphically organized. Lastly, possible
categories to include in a list of sentences usable in communicative grammar instruction was
