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In this study the researcher examined the transformation of the process of
independence day in Africa,in particular, the Republic of Ghana. This study assumed that national
days are commemorative devices in time and space for reinforcing national identity. National days
seem to be subject to consensus and integration; competition and conflict;invention and reinvention;
remembering and forgetting.Remembering independence, in state as well as non-state constructions,
connects to changing contemporary purposes and competing political regimes.
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
