In order to establish a framework of coexistence between whaling and whale
watching as part of a regional economy, I conducted field research in Samana Bay, Dominican
Republic, Bequia Island, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, and New England, the United States. The
results of this study are as follows: (1) whale watching is not an acceptable alternative to whaling
where migratory cetaceans are hunted; (2) the coexistence of whaling and whale watching might be

possible depending on the sea area, season, and species of resident or long-staying cetaceans being
hunted.
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
