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The purpose of this study was to identify the operation and transformation
of asylum policy in the UK with regard to the "unaccompanied minor refugees”.

The so-called securitization theory has recently become extremely popular in the field of
international relations. One of its main questions asks why immigrants and asylum seekers are
conceived as a "threat. A growing number of countries have however introduced policies that provide
special protection to child refugees. The details of the asylum policy after the Brexit remain
unclear, but the UK government has nonetheless stated that it will continue to accept child
refugees. In referring to the exceptional treatment of child refugees, this study aimed two things.
First it shed light upon the historical background leading to the current British asylum policy, and
second, showed the transformation of the concept of "protection® in the international refugee
protection regime.
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
