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The research about the community empowerment through the generative dialogue
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Generative dialogue is essential if communities are to be sustainable and
supportive of each other in a rich way. Based on this perspective, we investigated how generative
dialogue led to the transformation of communities and supportive relationship. We found that
dialogues to understand the otherness of others led to the mutual transformation of relationships
and networks beyond the dichotomy of supporters and users, and researcher and research target. This
perspective leads to the concept of empowerment that sustains and develops communities.
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
