This study clarified the following three points. First, the situation and
changes in elderly care in Japan, China and Korea from a comparative perspective. Second, the
privatization policy in the long-term care for the elderly has a more serious impact on Chinese
society, relatively in the early stages of welfare development. And thirdly, in the choice of
residential care of family care, the form of marriage (legal marriage, Common-law marriage,
concubine) also has an important influence.

The research results of the study has been reported several times at academic conferences or
international conferences held in Japan, China, and South Korea, and at international conferences,
and published as a single book.
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
