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This study was initiated to 1) reexamine the concept of soundscape and sound
education through action research in Japan and overseas; 2) develop music education program based
on physicality and creativity; and 3) elucidate music itself that transcends both the West and the
non-West. With the cooperation of the Hirosaki University Elementary, Junior High and Special Needs
Schools attached to the Faculty of Education, action research on music education practices based on
sound education was continuously conducted for 1) and 2), and a music education program based on
physicality and creativity with a focus on the auditory sense was developed. Regarding 3), based on
the results of 1) and 2), Imada examined the universal terms of music with international researchers
such as Goldsmiths, University of London, and others.
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
