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As a result of this research project, we published "Anthropology of
Religious Organizations: How Religions Imagine/Create the World" (Hozokan, March 2023). The book
focuses on the pivotal role of "religion"--discourses that present norms about what and how we
should live and how we should relate to others (including things and money) in imagining/creating
our ideal way of life and the world. We then used Buddhism, Christianity, Islam, Hinduism, and what
we call "Western modernity” as examples to illustrate through ethnographic descriptions what kind of

world they imagine/create.
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
