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Social exclusion has been addressed primarily through case studies or social
surveys. Although they have reported important findings, it has been difficult to analyze the
general dynamic process of social exclusion. Therefore, this research project aimed to elucidate the
dynamic process of social exclusion using computational social science and to propose measures to
deter social exclusion based on the findings. As a result, we found that an analysis using big data
such as Twitter data and a simulation combining Schelling®s residential segregation model and the
dynamic fluctuation of land prices can grasp the dynamic process of social exclusion. In the future,
we will examine the possibility of making policy recommendations based on the findings obtained.
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
