This study elucidated the mechanisms of health disparities by socioeconomic
status (SES) in older adults. As a result of the analyses, the following points were clarified. (1)
the mediational influences of psychosocial factors, (2) the direct effects and pathway effects of
parental SES, and older adult’ s educational attainments, occupation, and income, (3) birth cohort
differences in influences of SES on health, (4) uniqueness of housing status different from
educational attainment and income, (5) the influences of SES on worse of symptoms in patients with
chronic diseases, and (6) the difficulty of service providers in dealing with the poor older adults.
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
