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The aim of this research project is to clarify how the Neoplatonist
philosophers from Plotinus to Pseudo-Dionysius Areopagite and Christian authors in the late
antiquity understood the characteristics of the Helleno-Roman religions including magic and theurgy
as "the ancestral religions in the past®, and how they envisaged the desirable form and substance of

the faith of forthcoming era.

Here 1 analysed characteristics of Christian criticism on Greek and Roman religion and philosophers
who explored their philosophical thought outside of Christianity, as seen in Augustine, The City of
God, and Neoplatonist controversial view on efficacy of reciprocal relationship of ancestral deity
and theurgy as its integral state.
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
