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This study examined the variation of conventional implicature (Cl),
particularly in terms of point of view and dependency. Regarding point of view, the study focused on
the interpretation of Cl expressions in an embedded environment and showed that the way Cl takes a

point of view (either speaker-oriented or subject-oriented) is determined by various contextual
factors. Regarding dependence, the study focused on Cl expressions that co-occur with modality and
negation (e.g., expressive nani-mo “what-mo" and the expressive totemo “very®) and explained their
dependent behavior in terms of use-conditions and a general pragmatic principle. Furthermore, this
study investigated the interpretation of mirative expressions, the discourse structure of pragmatic
comparative expressions and inferential use discourse-expressions, and considered the ways in which
Cls interact with discourse structure and conversational implicature.
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
