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Requiring stability may reduce the number of matches bﬁ 50%. Moreover, even
with anonymity, a strategy-proof algorithm may attain the expected number 50% higher than the
maximum within stable matchings.

Even with incomplete orderings, as long as weak requirements such as transitivity are satisfied,
inefficiency within stable matchings can be completely removed by iterating some simple cycle moves.
An anomaly commonly observed in Japan and U.S. residency matching data is simply replicated by
assuming the existence of pressure for applicants to list accepting programs first.
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
