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This study investigated the activism of Koreans living in Japan toward the

homeland and demonstrated how the "ethnicity" and "homeland" were perceived by individuals in
1960-70. By paying attention to the period of the transition to the "second generation,"” it
uncovered the complexity of the second generation, which cannot be discussed only by "settlement

orientation.
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
