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Along recent development of the treatment for childhood cancer, a lot of
patients have been rescued. At our hospital, 327 childhood cancer survivors (CCSs) with blood or
solid malignant diseases who were treated from 1980 to present were contained 176 (54%) or 136 (42%)

females, respectively. Because gonadal function is injured sometimes with side-effects of the
cancer treatments, details of onset age of the illness, cancer type, treatment variation, and other
information of 125 CCSs were examined from their clinical records. As the results, 48 women
indicated ovarian dysfunction and/or menstrual abnormality. To avoid the excessive application of
assisted reproductive technology, the long-term follow-up of ovarian function in female CCSs should
be analyzed.
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
