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In our previous study, we identified the challenges in the education of
novice midwives, as perceived by both mentors and the novice midwives themselves, in regional cities
where there is a trend towards centralization of perinatal medicine and the establishment of mixed
obstetric wards. These findings highlight the need for further consideration of the education system
in hospitals that typically have only one new employee. Additionally, it is necessary to provide
opportunities for instructors to acquire foundational knowledge in education and teaching methods.

To address these concerns, we conducted a lecture on educational methods that align with the
characteristics of novice midwives and developed a guidebook featuring successful examples from
other facilities. A crucial future objective is to establish a seamless education program that
effectively supports the transition from midwife student to novice midwife.
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
