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The purpose of this study is to construct a step-by-step communication
education to enable appropriate communication with the elderly. A significant increase was found in
the self-evaluation of communication skills before and after the first-year elderly SP based nursing

interview practice. The communication education in the early first year is useful.

In the nursing OSCE at the end of the academic year, communication scores were significantly higher
for those who experienced club activities. However, there was no correlation between communication
competence scores and nursing OSCE scores. It' s factor would be immaturity in the experience of
multiple tasks of care and communication. In the 2nd and 3rd years, we propose a case-specific
exercise, and in the 4th year, we propose a communication education program through
interprofessional education.
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
