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The aim of this research is to understand the role of narrative reliefs, on
which Buddhist stories such as ones from the life of Gautama Buddha were depicted, found in the
Gandhara region in the north-western Indian subcontinent. By analyzing materials unearthed in
excavations at ruins of Buddhist monastic temples in the Gandhara region, a part of Buddhist
cultures there from the 1st century CE to the 3rd century CE was revealed.
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
