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This study is a historical sociological analysis of the connections between
the social movements of Japanese Americans and the Okinawa liberation movements and the protest
against the US-Japan Treaty in the late 1960s and early 1970s, from the perspective of trans-Pacific

studies. This study finds that (1) Japanese American movements and their publications criticized
the cooperation between the Japanese and U.S. governments over the Vietnam War, the policy of

Okinawa "reversion"” to Japan, and the Japan-U.S. Security Treaty, (2) criticism of racism toward

Japanese Americans in the United States coincided with struggles in Japan and Okinawa, and (3)
against this backdrop, the (3) publication such as AMPO, an English-language magazine published by
new left activists in Japan, provided important insights to Japanese Americans.
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
