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Focusing on the critical conjuncture of the rural economy from the late 20th
century, this study analyzed the transformation of the livelihood relationship getween men and
women in northern Ghana, located in the savanna region of West Africa. The inseparable livelihood
relationship between men and women demonstrated in this study revealed that the decline of
agricultural production that men have mainly engaged in led to an increase in women"s farm labor and

household roles in the food supply. It also highlighted the contradiction that the international
development policy that supports expanding economic activity to women has not improved women®s
well-being as envisioned but has intensified women®s labor burden.
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
