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Since the "Arab Uprising,” Syria and other countries in the Middle East have

been in a long-term state of conflict, with conflict intervention by neighboring countries as well
as superpowers such as the United States and Russia. With regard to lran, which represents a
neighboring country that intervenes in conflicts as well as conducted certain democratic procedure
in the domestic politics, this study has attempted to elucidate the social mechanisms that enable
conflict intervention/prevent criticism of conflict intervention. In this moment, given the heavy
use of religious concepts as the ideological cornerstone of the state, this study focused on the
discourse structure surrounding "martyr (shahid)". Through empirical research methods including
fieldwork, this study revealed that the partyhood of different conflicts has been centralized in the
state discourse through the manipulation of the "martyr" concept.
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
