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The elderly people with dementia who had repeated accidental falls, and the fall becomes
the important concern of geriatric care institution. This study was to arm development
and theorization of Japanese type risk management for elderly people with dementia based
on Evidenced Based Nursing (EBN). We determined the usage or non-usage of the fall risk
assessment tool and association with the enforcement of the fall risk management to grasp
the situation of the fall risk management in elderly people institutions of the whole country.
Furthermore, the fall risk of elderly people with dementia found that ten items associated
with behavioral and psychological symptoms of dementia (BPSD) were significantly related
to falls. We analyzed that the approach from fall risk assessment and both sides of the
accident report analysis after the fall to predict a viewpoint and the fall from the situation
of elderly people with dementia as type of fall risk management in Japan was effective and
examined fall risk management models.
