The purpose of this research is to collate and edit the texts of “ Tensho
Bansho Meigi,” “ Shinsen Jikyo,” and “ Ruiju Myogisho” (Zushoryo and Kanchi®in editions), which
ﬁglé)be included in the Integrated Database of Hanzi Dictionaries in Early Japan (abbreviated as
The ultimate goal is to provide an annotated, corrected text of the Kanchi®in edition Ruiju
Myogisho, which is considered the most important due to its rich Japanese readings. To achieve this,
we will improve the precision of the text transcription through the use of high-resolution color
images of the Kanchi®in edition, create variant character fonts, and improve the database’s
interface to enhance its functionality, allowing non-experts to access the edited text.
Additionally, we will create annotations that reflect the findings of previous research on the

fanchi'in edition Ruiju Myogisho and provide examples from other works of Japanese classical
iterature.
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
