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Visualizing Regional Variations in Health and Health Care Performance from the
Perspectives of Health Outcome, Process, Resource, and Cost
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We quantitatively visualized the regional clinical performance of health and

health care such as healthy life expectancy without activity limitation, healthy life expectancy
based on Daily Life Independence Score for People with Dementia score, risk-adjusted health
outcomes, and process measures. First, we developed the methods to calculate various health care
performance which had been difficult to calculate, and then visualized the variations across the
country. Next, we elucidated the relationships between complex factors including socio-economic
factors such as medical resource allocation, social support, education, and employment at regional
level, and health care performances such as healthy life expectancies and risk-adjusted health
outcomes.
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
