We reprinted the magazine "Hoseki,"™ which was the flagship of postwar
detective fiction, and through commentary and symposiums on the magazine, we examined the detective
fiction during the Occupation from the perspectives of translation, media, gender, and other issues.

In addition, we made public the autographs of the detective novelist in the form of images or
textualization, such as the online version of "Yokomizo Seishi®s Former Materials in the
Collection,” paving the way for the study of the author, including the process of creating his
works. The results of this research have been reflected in the editing of complete works such as
The Complete Works of Yumeno Kyusaku,™ and in cooperation with the Kanagawa Museum of Modern
Literature®s "Shin Seinen™ exhibition, the Himeji Museum of Literature®s "Yamada Futaro™ exhibition,

and other exhibitions organized by literary museums. Thereby we presented a new picture of the
detective novel genre, authors, and magazines to the public.
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
