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A multifaceted examination of the concept of recidivism prevention
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In this study, we clarified the following points: 1) the concept of
recidivism prevention is the ultimate goal, and how this goal is achieved is an open question; 2)
recidivism to be prevented can be defined operationally, and we should be cautious in setting
numerical targets that can be mixed with the perspective of ease of achievement; 3) under the law
reforms about prison, community treatment and juvenile justice, recidivism prevention through
rehabilitation of offenders is important; and 4) in order to achieve social inclusion in community
through rehabilitation, it is necessary to emphasize the autonomy of the offender, and 5) in order
to prevent recidivism through existing policies in local government such as education, welfare, and
medical care and so on in the absence of coercion, it is necessary to overcome the attribute of
having committed a crime and treat ex-offenders as citizens.
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
