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Study on validity of welfare transforming management for sustainable
redevelopment of super aged housing area
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As the international urban super-aging population (defined 65+, >21%)
continues to grow and sustainable revitalization and new planning methods are sought, an
intervention study was conducted in four targeted study areas in suburban residential areas in Japan

to determine the effectiveness of “ welfare diversion® to utilize underutilized community
resources such as vacant houses to meet increasing welfare needs. The specific results are as
follows. Specific outcomes include: 1. Establishment of an international research network on welfare
diversion management; 2. Derivation of factors related to the effectiveness of welfare diversion
management (1) weak linkages, 2) attachment, 3) safety and security, 4) convenience, and 5) health
and well-being); 3. International publication “ Third Place in Neighborhoods: Residents” Health and
Well-being in Super-Aging Residential Areas” (in Japanese); and 4. Welfare Diversion Management:
Residents® Health, Connections, and Happiness".
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
