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Development of nursing personnel training program for regional comprehensive
support aimed at preventing child abuse
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In this study, we clarified the roles and practices of medical facilities
and community nurses in providing community-based support for "worried mothers and children” from
pregnancy onwards, and the challenges of collaborative practice activities.Furthermore, based on the

results, we considered a training program aimed at improving the quality of medical facilities and
regional nurses to work on child abuse prevention activities from their respective standpoints,
conducted training on a trial basis, and evaluated it to prevent child abuse during pregnancy.As
basic materials for human resource development, we clarified the actual situation and issues of
collaboration and cooperation between medical facilities, local nursing staff, and
multi-professionals regarding support for "concerned mothers and children™ with the aim of
preventing child abuse.
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
