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Among the community-dwelling older people, a higher percentage of the group
with lower educational attainment indicated "unsure™ of their preferred place of death compared to
those with higher educational attainment. In addition, a higher percentage of those in low-income
groups did not have that discussion compared to those in high-income groups. On the other hand,
those who perceived stronger ties to the community, such as community attachment and receiving
social support, tended to prefer to die at home (Ishikawa, 2021). Moreover, among those 75 years of
age or older, those who had a primary care physician tended to have more opportunities to discuss
with others where they wanted to die than those who did not have primary care physicians(Moriki,

2021). Furthermore, the difference in the percentage of discussions between income groups tended to
be smaller when they had a primary care physician.
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
