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This research study focused on professional artists. While we have made
presentations in FY2020 and FY21 on the possibilities as a network analysis of professional career
formation, including the possibility of integrating the concepts of cultural capital and social
capital, we published a book in Japanese in 2020, a work that can be seen as action research in
itself, working with practitioners, who are also musicians. The work with practicing musicians could

be action research, network research, and a process of formation of cultural capital and social
capital. In addition, we made several peer-reviewed presentations at international conferences, and
obtained the seeds for producing high academic-level findings that can be disseminated
internationally.
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
