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The main results of the study are as follows The specific place names and
locations of the areas where the relocation took place were identified using official documents and
municipal documents. ldentified that the storage conditions of materials in each region vary widely.

In some cases, documents were found to have been disposed of, while in others, they were kept as
historical archives. The field survey revealed that the majority of the former relocation sites were
"abandoned or underutilized” and "used as public space,” but that some re-use as "agricultural
land" existed.

In particular, the status of material disposal revealed issues in the management of public records.
