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English should be taught as a lingua franca in Asia. This means that shifting the traditional model from
that of a native speaker to a bilingual model. Instead of deriving linguistic benchmarks from a native
speaker, communication styles and pragmatic norms can be derived from successful bilinguals in Asia.
ICT-based education styles enable us to achieve this goal. In order to obtain experimental evidence, we
proposed the reliable and valid measurement scales for motivation and social skills as well as automatic
assessment of oral production in English.
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
