Research on dvandvas from cross-linguistic viewpoints

We obtained several research results worth mentioning. Firstly, we have
clealy made a morphological and semantic distinction between coodinate compounds of appositive type
like "singer-songwriter” and those of dvandva type like "Budapest” from a contrastive-linguistic
point of view. It has been often pointed out that dvandvas are productive in Japanese, but not in
English. However, we found that they prevail even in English with a coordinator "and," utilized as a

linker. Secondly, a morphosyntactic strucure of dvandvas was identified on the basis of ideas on
phrasal structures of coordinations developed in the literature. A coordination structure is a
matter of debate in syntactic theorizing and we made a unique contribution to this issue with
dvandvas. Thirdly, we made a diachronic investigation concerning dvandvas in OE and ME. For
instance, a combination of constituents forming dvadnvas was considered in terms of prosody.
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
