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A Basic Study on putting Koguryo and Bohai from the perspective of East Eurasian
History

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Empirical research on the relationship between Koguryo/Balhae and the
various regions of "Eastern Eurasia” has made significant progress. Of particular importance are the
following two points.
(1) The area category of Northeast China, which was the territory of Koguryo and Balhae, shifted
from "eastern barbarians" to "northern barbarians"” in the barbarian classification of the Chinese
dynasties between the end of the 7th century and the 730s.(2) The close relationship between Mohekko
and Balhae and the Qidan gradually became known, and in the 720s it was recognized that Balhae was
the key to countering the Qidan.
In addition, new views were presented on the formation process of the Koguryo royal genealogy, the
transition process of the Balhae royal capital, the range of Balhae"s northern territory, the
relationship between the establishment of Hebei Shipping A?ency and Khitan/Bohai, and the production
method of Balhae tile fittings, which clarified the actual image of Koguryo and Balhae.
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
