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In this project, research members specializing in the history of the
countries in Central-eastern Europe and Russia examined individual cases of anti-Semitism in the
region prior to World War Il and proceeded with comprehensive comparative analysis on those cases.
For this purpose, we held five symposiums or public workshops in the research period from 2020 to

2023 and also publicized a number of achievements (books, papers, presentations etc.) by the
research members.
