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The Protestant State reconsidered: Study of The Reformation as the origins of
integration and separation of the British State

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The aim of this research project was to explore the relationship between the

process of the Reformaiton of Britain, which originated in the 16th century, and the state of the
Protestant Britain that was subsequently formed throughout the early modern and modern periods and
has continued to the present day. Yamamoto pursued such issues from a Welsh perspective, Kobayashi
and Tomita from a Scottish perspective, lwai, Nasu and Anai from the perspective of religion in the
so-called Puritan Revolution of the mid-17th century, Goto from the perspctive of Catholic
recusants, and Inai from the perspective of the religious practices of early modern sailors, while
Sashi synthesised them into a historical image of Protestant nation. The myth of the historical

image of Protestant nation was re-examined and a certain historical image was constructed that could
answer the question of the issue.
