The two results of this research are described below. First, we were able to
strengthen the typochronology of ancient Japanese pottery, which can be used internationally and
interdisciplinary. The pottery chronology of the mid to late 4th century, early 5th century, early
6th century, late 6th century, and mid 7th century, which had been an issue in chronological
research, was inspected from a multifaceted viewpoint.

The second result is that we have been able to uncover that ancient Japanese pottery styles strongly
reflect a feasting strategy oriented toward homogeneity/confirmation of ties.The Haji-earthenware
represents the traditional/domesticl/native, while the Sue ware and glazed ceramics represent the
innovative/foreign/global. We have come to understand that this duality is a characteristic of the
pottery style in the ancient Japan.
