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Investigating the origin and spread of poultry breeding in East Asia
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We tried to elucidate the origin and spread of poultry farming in East Asia
by analyzing zooarchaeological remains. Based on morphological analysis, histological analysis,
oxygen/carbon/nitrogen stable isotope analysis, and radiocarbon dating, it has been revealed that
geese were kept in captivity for multiple generations at the Tianluoshan site (Zhejiang Province,
China) about 7,000 years ago. Furthermore, collagen peptide fingerprinting and radiocarbon dating
revealed that there was a chicken chick at the Karako-Kagi site (Nara Prefecture) from the 4th to

the 3rd century BCE.
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
