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The linguistic characteristics of high school students® art writing (writing
about their experiences with art and communicating them to others in words), revealed mainly
through lexical and syntactic analysis, suggest trends in writing that were highly rated in the
contest and an orientation toward sharing experiences that are caused by the effect of the form of
expression. A national survey on art writing education in high schools was conducted to identify
changes over the past 16 years since 2005.High school and university art writing education were
developed and promoted as outreach activities.
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
