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Development of a sustainable curriculum management system and teacher training
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In the context of the need to promote inclusive education, this study
focused on foreign language education in primary schools in particular, with the aim of clarifying
the points to be considered in teaching to ensure the learning of all children and examining the
effectiveness of teacher training based on these points.

Based on the specifics and possible factors of stumbling in learning English that were identified
from the surveys of teachers and learners, teacher training was conducted to provide support for
such stumbling. The training consisted of support for learners® emotional aspects, support for
reading and writing instruction, support for vocabulary and grammar instruction, support for
simultaneous instruction, and instruction in special-needs classes, etc. The participants® learning
was reported to have deepened based on the post-lecture questionnaire.
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
