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We published a series of research results on the development and related

factors of how children internalize information presented by others. The results revealed that young
children were able to select a person who had the aspects they needed in the situation and were
able to switch their criteria for trustworthiness depending on the situation. The parenting style
received in early childhood is related to the development of critical thinking dispositions towards
information from others, and it was shown that critical thinking dispositions are high in optimal
parenting. When observing the actions of others, they consider their intentionality, and when a
series of actions includes actions in which it is difficult to discern the intentions of others,
young children imitate them as part of a ritual action.
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
