In this study, we practiced and evaluated reconstruction town planning in
the field of the Nomura area of Seiyo City, which was severely damaged by the torrential rain
disaster in western Japan. We continued to hold Nomura Reconstruction Town Planning Design Workshops

with local stakeholders, including residents® associations, shopping districts, high schools, NPOs,
and the local government, and conducted basic design and implementation design of public spaces in
the affected area with thorough participation of the local residents. The results of a questionnaire

survey of all Nomura residents suggested that these workshops functioned as a leverage point in
community development in the affected area.
