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This study investigated the effects of color and brightness on time and
space perception using pupillary response as an index. The results revealed that (1) the effect of
color on time perception depends on the luminance control method, (2) the increase in perceptual
brightness caused by the glare illusion shortens time perception via pupillary constriction, and (3)

the anisotropy of brightness perception in the visual field may reflect the statistical regularity
of the environment. These findings contribute to the elucidation of fundamental issues in perceptual
research, such as the relationship between vision and time and the context-dependency of
perception.
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
