Would the SDGs make not only development but also autocratic regimes
sustainable? The aim of this study was to elucidate the relationship between democratization and the
SDGs. Global pandemic of COVID-19 began just as we were about to embark on our research. Given
that health is target 3 of the SDGs, we focused our research on COVID-19. If the spread of infection
could be stopped, the legitimacy of the regime increased. On the other hand, it was also possible
to suppress opposition groups in the name of stopping the spread of infection. It also confirmed
that even an undemocratic regime could be complimented by the international community and used to

legitimize itself domestically if it succeeded in appealing its commitment to the SDGs on the
international stage.
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
