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i i _ The final result of this research project is the 15-volume "Biographies of
Media Legislators in Modern Japan™. In order to demonstrate the problem of "mediatization of

politics" from various perspectives, the series as a whole focuses on distinctive "media
legislators”. The "mediatization of politics" refers to the process in which the logic of politics
is overridden by the logic of the media. To analyze this phenomenon, "media legislators," who are
located in the gray zone between the media world and the political world, deserve special attention.

We believe that this study of "media legislators” is a major step toward establishing a
media-historical analytical framework for the politics of media society.
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
