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Past studies of Goldoni"s work have often discussed only the innovative
nature of his work. In this study, | explored whether there are traditional as well as innovative
elements in Goldoni®s works. The results show that Goldoni was careful to balance his individual
works and his work as a whole, mixing traditional and innovative elements in each section of his
works, including subject matter, content, style, and source material. By incorporating a balance of
traditional and innovative elements, he made his works accessible to audiences and attracted a wide

range of people, leading to the success of his productions.
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
