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An international comparative analysis of the influence of intergovernmental
administrative and financial relation on housing policy and housing tenure
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The purpose of this study was to reconstruct the position of housing policy
in the welfare state based on the modern theory of intergovernmental fiscal relations, which grasps
both budgets and accounts, and flows and stocks. Using the "intergovernmental fiscal relations" of
the U.S., Germany, Sweden, and Japan, which are positioned in different welfare state regimes, as a
coordinate axis, we conducted a comparative analysis of the formation process of housing policy
using primary data and the fiscal and financial systems surrounding housing policy (construction
subsidy, housing allowance, housing tax system, housing finance, etc.). The results revealed the
characteristics of housing policy and its impact on housing ownership patterns.
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
