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This research represents an inquiry into the legislative ﬁarticipation of
local assembly members. The proxy for the participation is the amount of speech that individual
legislators have made in the plenary sessions during the preceding four-year term. A primary finding
is that the amount of speech is positively correlated with the probability that legislators win
re-election. This association is desirable in view of the principal duty of assembly members as law

makers.
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
