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We develoEed a training program for psychiatric nurses to protect the
rights of patients”. This research is divided Into three stages. Stage 1: An interview survey of
psychiatric nurses® awareness and practice of "rights of patients" was conducted and analyzed
qualitatively. Stage 2: Based on the interview survey, we created a self-reported questionnaire and
surveyed 1,500 psychiatric nurses nationwide about their awareness of "patient”s rights" and trends
in practice. Stage 3: Based on the nationwide survey using questionnaires, a three-time training
program was developed. Furthermore, the effectiveness of the training contents was verified by
conducting questionnaires and interviews. The training was 90 minutes long and focused on group
work.

The contents of the training were summarized in a CD-R together with the operation manual and sent

to about 180 facilities.
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
